WARNING:  This cart is intended to support TV monitors up to and 
including 60 lbs.  The use of a TV monitor weighing more than that may 
result in instability causing possible injury.

STEP 1
Position the rear legs with brackets facing up and in as shown.
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STEP 2
Slide each shelf onto the legs positioning the reinforced shelf with 2 grommet 
holes at the top. Make sure the brackets are inside the shelves as shown.

STEP 3
Slide the 2 remaining legs onto the shelves as shown.  
Make sure the brackets are inside the shelves.

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STEP 4
Secure each corner of the shelves EXCEPT for the 
corners indicated with bolts (AA) and nuts (BB).

STEP 5
Attach each caster wheel to the right legs with screw (CC) and nut (DD) as shown in FIGURE 1.  
Push each stem caster into the sockets on the left legs as shown in FIGURE 2.  To ensure casters 
are securely in the sockets, a rubber mallet may be used to tap them in place.  Once both casters are 
installed, stand unit upright.

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STEP 6
Attach handle assembly to the top shelf as shown in FIGURE 3.  Make sure the handle is 
attached on the side of the cart that has the swivel casters.  Secure in place with screws 
(EE) & (FF), washers (MM) and nuts (BB) & (GG) as indicated in FIGURES 4 & 5.

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STEP 8
Attach the box swivel to the nugget with screws 
(LL) and nuts (NN) as shown.

STEP 7
Attach pole to top shelf.  Align pole over holes in top shelf as shown in FIGURE 6.  Secure from UNDERNEATH 
with screw (HH), washer (II), screws (JJ) and washers (KK) as shown in FIGURE 7.

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STEP 10
Loosely insert the lower spike/box assembly screws (OO) then fit the spike/box assembly notch over 
the screws and insert the tilt adjustment screws (OO) at the angle desired and tighten all screws.  This 
assembly can be installed with or without a tilt.  Reference FIGURE 8 for tilt adjustments.

STEP 9
Attach main support to swivel bracket with screws 
(LL), washers (MM) and nuts (NN) as shown.

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STEP 11
Roughly measure the distance from the center of monitor mounting holes to the bottom of the monitor (FIGURE 9).  
Round to the highest inch and from the top shelf, use that measurement as a guide to the location for the bottom nugget 
screw on the pole.  Slide the nugget assembly onto the pole as shown in FIGURE 10.  Hand tightening, attach nugget to 
pole with bolts (PP) and washers (QQ) as shown in FIGURE 11.  NOTE:  You may need to adjust the mounting assembly 
up or down once the monitor is hung in place.  DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN THE BOLTS.

STEP 12
Attach both hook bars onto the back of your monitor using the mounting holes built into the case.  
A courtesy hardware pack has been provided with several metric screw sizes.  You may need to 
purchase additional metric screws from your local hardware store for odd shaped monitors.
