STEP 1

Locate the correct end panels for this unit and lay them down with holes facing up as
shown in FIGURE 1. Attach the 2 longer support brackets to the top of each end
panel using the 1/4-20 x 1/2" machine screws as shown in FIGURE 2.
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STEP 2

Attach 2 of the shorter support brackets to the bottom of each end panel and 1 to the middle
of one end panel as shown. Secure the brackets in place using the 1/4-20 x 1/2" machine
screws as shown.

STEP 3

Twist the glides into the bottom of each
end panel as shown.

STEP 4

Secure the end panels together through the
center bracket using the 1/4-20 x 1/2" machine
screws as shown.

STEP 5 Lay the bottom shelf down with the holes facing
up as shown. Attach a support bracket as shown

STEP 9

Slide the filler panel into the unit so that it is positioned in between the end panels and
the shelves as shown in FIGURE 3. Secure in place with the #8 x 1 1/4" flat head
screws as shown in FIGURE 4.

STEP 10

CAREFULLY stand unit upright. Insert the collar pins into the desired
holes for the adjustable shelf location. Lower the adjustable shelf onto
the collar pins.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Once unit is fully assembled, final position should be
determined. The rest of your circulation desk assembly should be done off
this unit. Once entire arrangement is assembled, it cannot be moved.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

ATTACH THESE BRACKETS

STEP 1

Lay the correct end panels down with holes facing up. Attach 2 of the longer support brackets to
the top edge of each end panel and attach 1 smaller support bracket to the middle of one end
panel as shown. Secure brackets in place using the 1/4-20 x 1/2" machine screws.

STEP 2

Attach the angled support brackets to each side panel as shown. NOTE: Make sure the
pear shaped holes are positioned as shown. The larger hole faces the bottom and the
smaller hole faces the top. Also twist glides into the bottom edges of the end panels.



STEP 3

Attach the end panels together through
the middle bracket using the 1/4-20 x 1/2"
machine screws as shown.

STEP 5

Lay the modesty panel down with holes facing up.
LOOSELY install the 1/4-20 x 3/4" socket cap
screws (about 3 turns). Twist glides into the
bottom edge as shown.

STEP 4

Attach the top panel to the end panels
through the brackets as shown using the
1/4-20 x 1/2" machine screws.

STEP 6

Place the modesty panel on the angled brackets so that
the screws in the panel are seated in the large holes in
the brackets. Then slide the modesty panel upward so
that the screws are now seated into the small holes.
TIGHTEN all screws. CAREFULLY stand unit upright.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Once unit is fully assembled, final position should be
determined. The rest of your circulation desk assembly should be done off
this unit. Once entire arrangement is assembled, it cannot be moved.

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STEP 5 (FOR 72" MODELS ONLY)

Position wood support leg over screws in back panel. Tap
leg into place until screws lock into inserts in support leg.
A rubber mallet may be used to tap leg in place.

NOTE: Wood support leg size will vary based
on unit height.
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STEP 4

Align back panel with one end panel, then lower back
panel into place until screws are securely seated into
the pear shaped bracket holes. TIGHTEN all 4 screws.
Attach the other end panel in the same manner.

NOTE: It may be helpful to have someone
assist you during this step.
